In
general | really enjoyed both our MCs. At the core of Ayla, she was a sassy personality who
believes in noble things and desires fairness and opportunities for everyone. | enjoyed that while
she was a curvier girl, she was OK with who she was most of the time...| actually liked that it wasn’t
100% of the time, b/c it's something | think people have to work at and takes time. Even | try to
accept myself, but it's not that sometimes things people say can't still get to me. So | felt like that
was very real, and so she was a good role model. And | didn’t even mind that what we got with her
was the typical nerdy girl who hates judgement, but does a bit of her own judgement about the
popular kids/jocks. It's a good lesson to learn, to give EVERYONE the benefit of the doubt, not just
the ones like you. And | didn’t even mind that she resorted to blackmail, though | wish | felt the
desperation more to justify it. It seems like she only just decided in one day to run, and suddenly
she’s resorting to shady means to win. It was OK, but could have been fleshed out better.Luke was
even more interesting in some ways. Because we end up with a guy who is afraid to upset his
current status by being himself, and who’s both vandalized and either called people names
(according to Ayla’s friends), or at minimum stood by while his friends were dicks. | felt like these

things weren’t given enough time or thought in the book though, and that was kind of a shame. Did



he really never feel bad about Jack being such a dick to other people in school? What led him to the
vandalism? | mean, we kind of get some of it, but | would have really appreciated a bit more growth
there. It was kind of swept under the rug (except for that one part with Isaac). It was an opportunity
missed in my opinion. And | get why, there was just so much else going on with him. But it's not an
excuse you know? So did he honestly just have so little compassion? Or was he just not aware? |
don’t know...But on the other side of the coin, | (like Ayla) really fell for the "real" Luke that we got to
see outside of school. Landon’s big brother. He was really rather sweet, and it almost seemed like
maybe he was just coasting, and needed someone to give him a reason to stand up for something.
And that someone was Ayla. And he really was dealing with soooo much at home. The twists were
a bit unexpected, and honestly I'm still not sure how happy | am with the realism of them. Like they
live in one town, and he never saw or encountered those people (trying to be vague)? That's kind of
unrealistic, isn’'t it?As for secondary characters, they were occasionally a mixed bag. | wanted to see
more of the friendships with Brady and Chloe. Because | think they could have added even more. |
wanted them to, from what | saw of them. But for Chloe, | wasn’t sure what brought her and Ayla
together...what they were like together. We didn’t really get to see them hang out, she was just kind
of ancillary to the plot. | got a bit more from Brady, but | kind of wanted him to be more involved with
Luke.
