He is the recipient of the American Psychological Foundationa ™s Distinguished
Teaching in Psychology Award (1982) and, from the University of Pennsylvania, the Abrams Award
(1988) and the Lindback Award (1977). He has served as president of the APA& ™s Division 1:
General Psychology and Division 10: Psychology and the Arts. Most importantly, Professor
Gleitman has taught introductory psychology for five decades to over 40,000 students.James Gross
is Professor of Psychology at Stanford University and Director of the Stanford Psychophysiology
Laboratory. Professor Gross’s research focuses on emotion and emotion regulation processes in

healthy and clinical populations. His 150 or so publications include The Handbook of Emotion

The book is much more detailed
than the Myers edition also commonly used for psych intro classes and the writing seems much
more professional, whereas the Myers edition is a little more humorous and witty.Being that it is
much more comprehensive you get a lot more out of it and it serves as a really good introduction
and foundation of the topics studied in psychology. You will definitely notice the difference in detail if
you switch from the Myers book (this doesn’t mean that the Myers edition is inferior to this in any
