This is quite the impressive little work. Pagan Portals books are meant to be short, introductory
works on their individual topics. Daimler's "Gods and Goddesses of Ireland" is that, and a little bit
more. Honestly, if you are looking for an exhaustive work that details each of the Gods and
Goddesses within Irish mythology in exquisite and definitive detail, this won’t be that book. But, if
you are like me, and just needing a place to START into Irish mythology, this is definitely the book

for you. Daimler breaks the book into sections detailing the male and female Tuatha De Danann in



the first two sections, and then adding one with more Gods and Goddesses from Irish mythology
that are not detailed into the Tuatha De Danann. The fourth section gives some pointers on
honoring the Gods and Goddesses, which | am quite thankful for. And the final section is the
Bibliography for Daimler’s research, for which | am eternally grateful for! Like | said, this is meant to
be an introduction, or if you prefer - a primer towards the Irish Gods and Goddesses. As a jumping
off point, Daimler’s biography provides the bread-crumbs for the next steps. Highly recommended,
