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This fascinating book combines historical narratives, interviews, and social research into a unique

lens of sports in America. Issues covered include racism (breaking the color barrier in sports), labor

(unionization and ownership/management), economics (publicly funded sports stadiums), gender

parity (equal pay for equal play), class (players, ticket buyers and other fans) and much more. It

goes from the first progressive sports writer, to modern day athletes both serving in the military and

protesting the military.If you've got an affinity or adversion to professional sports, this book provides

insight not present in mainstream coverage of the press. One review comments that it's nothing

more than "left-wing propoganda" - not true.For example, the perspectives of George Foreman and

Muhammad Ali are compared and contrasted. Each is provided a space to present and defend their

position. Dave Zirin never depicts athletes as static, unidimensional products, rather, athletes are

presented as changing and growing over time. Conservatives and liberals are covered; however as

a progressive book the focus is on social dissenters in sports, their backgrounds, experiences,

effect(s) on career and society, and ulitmately provides space for some of them to reflect and tell

their own stories. One of my favorite elements of the book are these interviews, which let the

atheletes say it in their own words.

If you're one of those folks who think professional athletes are dumb jocks who care about nothing

but raking in cash, you need to open your eyes and expand your mind with Dave Zirin's fantastic

book.From football to baseball to soccer to tennis to boxing to the Olympics, Zirin digs into the

history and shines a light into the dark corners that the major leagues would prefer remain

unexplored. Zirin discusses racism, classism, sexism and homophobia, and also profiles uplifting

examples of athletes fighting the power and speaking the truth.We've all heard the stories about Ali,

Jack Johnson, the Black Power moment at the 1968 Olympics. Those stories (with in-depth



interviews and analysis) are in "What's My Name, Fool?" But Zirin goes way beyond the obvious to

look at the labor movement in sports; the all-but-invisible retirement of one of the world's greatest

soccer players; athletes risking it all by publicly resisting war; and much more.If you're a sports fan,

this book will expand your horizons. If you're not a sports fan, this book will give you someone to

root for.
