This book grew on me as | read it. The essays are usually 2 or 3 pages, too short to do more than
be a tease. But the writing is quite good, as are the line drawings--I prefer photos because drawings
are often mediocre, but in this book they lend to the good-humored charm (but it is a serious
book).Some of the titles are rather witty such as "Chipmunk CPR" which is in fact about him
administering CPR to a chipmunk. I've read a great deal of natural history, but still found some
surprises. For example | did not know the Northern short-tailed shrew delivers poison with its bite, or
that it has a kind of echolocation. Nor did | know that woodcock eyes, being set back and high on
the bird’s head, and so deliver partial binocular vision both ahead and behind.|I liked the essays
dealing with cold the best--trees in the cold, insects surviving in cold, spring peepers and muskrats

in the cold. | also liked the essay on the Indian pipe, on peat and on the Yellow-bellied sapsucker.
